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LOS ALTOS COMMUNITY FOUNDATION
CRITERIA FOR GRANT MAKING

The following list of criteria is suggested for discussion concerning those that will determine
projects or organizations to be supported with LACF's discretionary funds.

1.  All grants should have a community building element for the benefit of the entire
community rather than providing support for small groups, individual citizens or families.

2. Grants should serve the greater communities of Los Altos and Los Altos Hills (including
programs that serve the Los Altos Community and surrounding communities).

3. Grants preserving community assets are given preference.

4.  Grants funding capital projects or one time community building projects or events are
given preference.

5.  Grants creating a new project, event, organization, or facility are given preference.
6.  Grants should not be made for discretionary use or to meet an organization's operational
expenses (except for organizational expenses of new organizations which meet LACF

criteria).

7.  Grants to activities or organizations which have the potential to become self-sufficient are
given preference.

8. Loans are preferred to grants.
9. Grants are not made to governmental, religious, political or profit- making organizations.
10. Grants serving many persons rather than a few are preferred

11. Grants are not made to individuals for their personal benefit.

The LOS ALTOS COMMUNITY FOUNDATION serves Los Altos and Los Altos Hills by promoting community building -- those
activities and facilities that give the community its favorable character making it a desirable place to live and work.

Community building includes projects and activities that:
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LACF seeks community building by making grants for local programs, building a endowment for the future, and managing
philanthropic funds for other organizations and individuals.
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
